*The Thriving in Place Committee is looking for an active Council member to represent the Town. Councilor Stratton volunteered to be that member.

*It was reported that there are people plowing snow in areas that they are not allowed to put it, and this puts a strain on Public Works trying to keep the sidewalks clean. Another problem area is on Highland Avenue pushing snow onto town owned property which melts and floods the homes down below the hill.

*The total cost for the Penobscot Indian Nation Lawsuit is $25,241.92.

*Jim Charette, Chief Operator at the WWTP, will be filing a wastewater discharge permit application with the DEP in February.

*Spruce Run-Womancare Alliance requested a $100.00 donation from the Town of Millinocket. The Council was in agreement to give the donation to the alliance.
